First Quarter

· Reads and writes whole numbers less than 100

· Compares numbers less than 100

· Uses place value to combine or break apart numbers to solve problems (identifies value)

· Solves problems using the commutative property of addition

· Describes/extends numeric patterns/skip counts by 2, 5, and 10

· Tells time to nearest quarter hour

· Identify amounts of money up to values of 50 cents, when given coins. 

Second Quarter

· Reads and writes whole numbers less than 500  and compares numbers less than 500

· Uses place value to combine or break apart numbers to solve problems (identifies value)

· Solves problems using the commutative property of addition (writes missing number)

· Describes and extends patterns through skip counting by 3, 4, and 6

· Demonstrates quick recall  of math addition and subtraction facts to 20

· Uses estimation to solve problems (ballpark estimates)
· Describes attributes of 2-D shapes and describes attributes of 3-D shapes

· Uses manipulatives to model flips, slides, and turns

· Creates shapes with symmetry

· Selects the appropriate unit and tool for the attribute being measured (size, temperature, time, and weight)

· Measures to the nearest inch and centimeter

· Tells time to nearest quarter hour
· Identifies amounts of  money to $1.00 when given coins and bills
· Gathers, sorts and represents data using pictures

Third Quarter

· Reads and writes whole numbers less than 750

· Compares numbers less than 750

· Uses place value to combine or break apart numbers to solve problems (expanded notation)

· Solves problems using the commutative property of addition (fact triangle with only top number given)

· Describes and extends patterns through skip counting by 7’s, 8’s, and 9’s

· Develops a number model from a given story problem using up to 2 digits

· Demonstrates quick recall  of math addition and subtraction facts to 20

· Explains or demonstrates mental strategies used to compute addition/ subtraction of 2-digit numbers with regrouping

· Uses estimation to solve problems

· Recognizes fractional parts of a shape

· Uses manipulatives to model slides and turns
· Creates shapes that have symmetry
· Selects the appropriate unit and tool for the attribute being measured
· Measures to the nearest ½ inch and ½  centimeter

· Tells Time to nearest quarter hour
· Counts money to $1.00
· Makes change from $1.00
· Gathers, sorts and represents data using bar graphs

Fourth Quarter

· Compares numbers less than 1,000

· Uses place value to combine or break apart numbers to solve problems (expanded notation)

· Solves problems using the commutative property of addition (fact triangle with only top number given)

· Describes and extends patterns using 2-rules through skip counting by 2, 5, and 10

· Demonstrates quick recall  of math addition and subtraction facts to 20

· Explains or demonstrates mental strategies used to compute addition/subtraction of 2-digit numbers with regrouping

· Uses estimation to solve problems

· Describes a qualitative change ( the growth of a plant)

· Makes change from a dollar

· Gathers, sorts and represents data using bar graph
